Description : This project provides for construction of a new twenty-first century Central Library. In July 2001, David Chipperfield
Architects was selected to design the library. The Chipperfield firm, headquartered in London worked in conjunction with the local firm
of Herbert, Lewis, Kruse, Blunck on the design of this approximately 110,000 square foot building. The building program includes a
meeting room wing, a popular library wing, and such new areas as a computer lab, study room, children's story hour room, cafe,
book/gift store, special collections room, pick up window, underground parking and drive up book return. The copper mesh glass
enclosed building, with a green roof and its raised floor will provide for the next century of library service to the citizens of Des Moines.

Justification:  The 1998 Facilities Needs Assessment by Providence Associates determined the need for a new facility.

Explanation of 'Change in Expenditu res': Neither the timing nor the scope of this project has changed significantly from last years CIP,
however it appears that this project will be under budget.

Operating Budget Effect: The operating budgets (GE001 - Library Department) will increase more than $1,000,000/year due increases
in staffing, utility charges, cleaning expenses, etc.

Description : This project provides for opening day collections for new and expanded library facilities, as well as ongoing scheduled
replacement of the existing collections. The plan calls for $1,000,000 to be added to the collection for Central Library in FY2005-FY2006,
$340,00 to be added for the Franklin Library expansion in FY2007-FY2008, and $1,955,000 for the new S.E. Regional Library in FY2010
FY2011.

Justification: New books are necessary to fill the shelves of the new and expanded facilities. The existing collections need to be
maintained in order to meet the demands of the customers.

Explanation of 'Change in Expenditu res': This is an ongoing project. The acquisition of the additional collection for the new Central
Library is a few months later than anticipated, but will still be done in time for the planned opening in April of 2006.

Operating Budget Effect: Library processing materials (RFID Tags, etc.) are budgeted in the operating department at an estimated cost
of $1.00 per book. The estimated cost per year for these items is between approximately $30,000/year for replacement books and between
$10,00 and $55,000 for the collection expansion.

Description : This project provides for construction of a 12,000 square foot library to service a projected population of at least 30,000
people in the southeast area of the city. A part of a town square project in partnership with the Des Moines School System and the Des
Moines Park and Recreation Department, it will include one or two schools and a park with a water feature. This library will be a
welcoming state-of-the art facility with a community meeting complex, teen center, study rooms, conference room, and casual seating
areas.

Justification:  The library will serve the rapidly growing southeast area of the city and was included as part of the annexation 

Explanation of 'Change in Expenditu res': The Library Board has revisted the projected future needs for this area and has scaled back
the proposed building 18,000 square feet from a regional (30,000 s.f.)  to a branch library (12,000 s.f.).

Operating Budget Effect: This project will increase the operating budget (GE001 - Library Department) by approximately $1.5 million
per year. The Library will be seeking a referendum in the fall of 2007 to allow the City to add a Library Levy to provide funding for this
increase.
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
